Variables
All of these variables are accessible by right clicking on the chart and selecting edit studies

sTime 
This is the start time of the market your watching, since I’m in central time, the default is 8:30am

eTime 

This is the end time of the market your watching.

CCIlookback
This is the number of days used in the CCI calculations,



the default is 14 days

CCIColor

This is the color for the CCI line

UpCCIColor
This is the color of the CCI histogram when the CCI is above the zero line for more than 5 bars

DnCCIColor
This is the color of the CCI histogram when the CCI is below the zero line for more than 5 bars

NeutralCCIColor
 This is the color of the CCI histogram when the CCI is above/below the zero line for less than 5 bars

TrendCCIColor
This is the color of the CCI histogram on the 5 bar either above or below the zero line, indicates a change in trend

TCCIColor
This is the color of the Turbo CCI line

CciSz
This controls the thickness of the CCI line

TurboSz
This controls the thickness of the Turbo CCI line
HistSz
This controls the thickness of the CCI histogram

ChartBG
This controls the colors of the chart background as well as the CCI panel background. Choose Woodies for green, Gio for grey, Printer to make a white background so you don’t waste ink printing or choose MyOwn in conjuction with the next two parameters to make your own background colors

ChartBGmyOwn
This controls the chart background color if you’ve choosen myOwn with the ChartBG parameter.

CCIBGmyOwn
This controls the CCI panel background color if you’ve chosen myOwn with the ChartBG parameter.

PivotOn
This turns on/off the Woodies pivot information

HFEalert
This turns on/off the hook from extreme warning

EMA34On
This turns on the color of the CCI +/- 100 lines to reflect if the current price is above/below the 34ema

LSMA25On
This turns on the color of the CCI zero line to reflect if the current price is above/below the 25lsma

ATRon
This turns on/off the ATR info. ATR (average true range) is something I use to determine my T1 profit exit (brackettrader). If for example YM has an ATR of 8 ticks, I’ll set my T1 profit exit to be 1 tick less ( 7 ticks ).

numATRdays
This is used with ATRon parameter to calculate ATR, I use 50 days in my calculations.
EMA34DegOn
This is used to turn on/off the angle information for the 34EMA.  Some people don’t like to trade when there’s not much angle. I’m not sure about the calculation of this as the calcs came from the esignal site.
SlingShotOn
This is used to turn on/off the slingshot signal. I like to trade these. They are basically zlr where the turbo goes above/below the 100 line and CCI doesn’t move much.


Since I basically only trade YM, the code for this section is only written for 3&5 minute YM charts, and I’ve got my own wav file to alert me when a possible slingshot is coming into play. An actual slingshot signal may not occur but this code alerts you audibly of the possibility of one coming into play. You may be able to figure how to code for other markets based on my code. The default for this setting is off. Look to http://www.woodiescciclub.com  or http://www.r7.com for explanations of slingshot signal.
CCI3On
Some people have expressed a desire to be able to have a 3rd CCI indicator on the chart for reference in swing plays. This option turns it on/off

CCI3lookback
This is the number of days to use in the CCI3 calculations.

CCI3Color
This controls the color of the 3rd CCI line

CCI3Sz
This controls the thickness of the 3rd CCI line

I think the code is documented enough to be able to figure out how to make changes easily to the code. Remember a number of options within this code were written for me, no one says you have to use this code.
